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This summary of the phytosanitary regulations of Syria forms part of the EPPO publication Summaries of Phytosanitary Regulations. It has been prepared by the EPPO Secretariat from the original text of the Syrian regulations. Its content is identical to that of EPPO's computer database PRS. PRS is provided with a user-friendly interface for retrieval of this information in relation to consignments of specific commodities exported to Syria from any country. Users are strongly advised to consult PRS in the first instance, and to refer to this printed summary only for an overall view. The original text of the Syrian regulations is also supplied with PRS, as a computer text file.

LEGISLATION

Law N° 237 “On Agricultural Quarantine in the Syrian Region” of 25.07.1960

Legislative Decree N° 63 of 04.06.1963 amending article 8 of the Agricultural Quarantine Law N° 237

Legislation N° 21/T of the Plant Protection Directorate of the Syrian Arab Republic Ministry of Agriculture and Agrarian Reform of 12.08.1991

PROHIBITED IMPORTS

Plants and plant products infested by pests which do not occur in Syria (List I).

Plants and plant products infested by pests which occur in Syria (List II) unless subjected to disinfestation treatment.

Living agricultural pests at all stages.

Soil.

Cultures of bacteria, fungi and other micro-organisms harmful to plants.

Natural organic fertilizers.

Plants intended for planting (including bulbs, tubers and seeds) accompanied by soil or other prohibited materials.

Waste of plants and plant products from ships, planes and trains.

Exceptions

The Minister of Agriculture may grant exemptions for the import of prohibited materials if disinfestation is possible or if the import does not cause harm to agriculture in the Syrian Region.

Prohibited materials may be imported for scientific purposes by specialized scientific institutions with the prior approval of the Ministry of Agriculture and Agrarian Reform.

POINTS OF ENTRY

Plants and plant products must be imported through specified points of entry.

TRANSIT

Transit of consignments of plants and plant products is allowed in sealed containers without unloading. In this case they are exempt from inspection and from IP and PC requirements. If a consignment in transit is unloaded on the territory of Syrian Arab Republic, it is considered as an imported consignment and inspected.

IMPORT PERMITS

An import permit (IP) (“licence”) is in general required for any importation of plants and plant products (see exceptions below). Requests for IPs should be forwarded by the importer to the Ministry of Agriculture and Agrarian Reform before the shipping of any consignments.

Exceptions

No IP is required for consignments in transit.

CERTIFICATES

The phytosanitary certificate (PC) must in general be issued by the country of origin for all plants and plant products (see exceptions below). The PC must conform to the international model of Art. V of the IPPC, 1951, issued not more than 15 days before shipment and approved by the Syrian mission in the country of origin or by its representatives. The PC must be based on an official phytosanitary inspection in the exporting country during which the consignment must have been found healthy and free from pests.

A copy of the PC is recognized valid only if the statement “According to the Original” is issued by the same body which issued the PC.

The re-exportation certificate (RC) is issued by the last re-exporting country. It is required for consignments exported by a country which is not a country of origin.

In some cases mentioned in the headings concerned, the PC should carry an additional declaration (AD).

Exceptions

No PC is required for plants and plant products carried by passengers (not exceeding 20 kg per person) and coming from neighbouring countries;

No PC is required for plants and plant products processed in a manner ensuring that all pests are killed (roasting, cooking, preservation in brine, etc.);

No PC is required for consignments in transit.

PACKING MATERIAL

All packing materials must be free from quarantine pests of List I and from living or dead Trogoderma granarium.

Packing materials infested by pests of List II must be subjected to disinfestation treatment.
